The extended abstracts are strictly limited to two pages, which will be published in the extended Abstract Volume for distribution among the congress participants, if accepted.

2.1 A Sub Section Sample
Please note that the first paragraph of a section or subsection is indented. The first paragraph that follows a table, figure, equation etc. does not have an indent, either.
Subsequent paragraphs, however, are indented.

Sample Heading (Third Level). Only two levels of headings should be numbered. Lower level headings remain unnumbered; they are formatted as run-in headings.
Sample Heading (Forth Level). The contribution should contain no more than two levels of headings. The following Table 1 gives a summary of all heading levels.

The following bibliography provides a sample reference list with entries for journal articles [1], an LNCS chapter [2], a book [3], proceedings without editors [4], as well as a URL [5].
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
